
Lesson #3 handout – the book of Genesis 
In our study of the book of Genesis . . . we understand that the purpose of this book 

is to teach God’s covenant people about four things . . . 
I. The creation in Gen 1:1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. 

We have a responsibility to GOD 
II. The fall of man in​ ​Ge 3:6 And when the woman saw that the tree was good for 

food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one 
wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband 
with her; and he did eat. ​We are born in sin and mercy from our creator is 
our only spiritual hope. 

III. Judgement of God in Ge 3:16 Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply 
thy sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and 
thy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee.  ​There are 
eternal consequences for our sin. 

IV. The Promise of redemption in Ge 3:14 And the LORD God said unto the 
serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above 
every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all 
the days of thy life:  

15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and 
her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel. ​Deliverance 
from the consequences of sin is only found in Jesus Christ. 

V. THE FAMILY OF ABRAHAM ​Ge 12:1 Now the LORD had said unto 
Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's 
house, unto a land that I will shew thee: 

2 And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name 
great; and thou shalt be a blessing: 

3 And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee 
shall all families of the earth be blessed. 

Ge 3:16 Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy 
conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and thy desire shall be to 
thy husband, and he shall rule over thee. 

17 And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy 
wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt 
not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all 
the days of thy life; 



18 Thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of 
the field; 

19 In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for 
out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return. 

Ge 2:17 But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: 
for in the day that thou eatest thereof ​thou shalt surely die​. 
Luke 16:9 There was a certain rich man, which was clothed in purple and fine 
linen, and fared sumptuously every day: 
20 And there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, which was laid at his gate, full 
of sores, 
21 And desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man's table: 
moreover the dogs came and licked his sores. 
22 And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels into 
Abraham's bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried; 
23 And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, 
and Lazarus in his bosom. 
24 And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, 
that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I am 
tormented in this flame. 
25 But Abraham said, Son, ​remember ​that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy good 
things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, and thou art 
tormented. 
26 And beside all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed: so that they 
which would pass from hence to you cannot; neither can they pass to us, that would 
come from thence. 
27 Then he said, I pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest send him to my 
father's house: 
28 For I have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they also come into 
this place of torment. 
29 Abraham saith unto him, They have Moses and the prophets; let them hear 
them. 
30 And he said, Nay, father Abraham: but if one went unto them from the dead, 
they will repent. 



31 And he said unto him, If they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither will they 
be persuaded, though one rose from the dead​.
